Harald Gründl (*1967), Martin Bergmann (*1963), and Gernot Bohmann 
(*1968) are the driving force behind EOOS. After their university studies in 
Applied Arts in Vienna, they jointly founded EOOS and worked in the furni-
ture, product and shop design industry with clients such as Giorgio Armani, 
Adidas, Alessi, Bulthaup, Bene, Duravit, Walter Knoll, Keilhauer, Matteograssi 
and Zumtobel.

For EOOS, design stands for poetic discipline and a cultural service for soci-
ety. EOOS explores rituals, myths and intuitively framed pictures „Poetical 
Analysis”. EOOS is jointly developing ideas for a world wherein old rituals 
and instincts are confronted with new technology and a dramatic shift in the 
environment. 



Arik Levy
Arik Levy was born in 1963 in Tel Aviv. After completing his degree in Indus-
trial Design at the Art Center Europe in Switzerland in 1991, he commenced 
his career as a designer. Parallel to his creative work he participated in many 
art exhibitions. Currently, he is living in Paris with his partner Pippo Lionni, 
the creative director of Ldesign, an office which explores the boundaries be-
tween design and art. Vitra, Ligne-Roset, Baleri Italia, Desalto, Zanotta, Living 
Divani and Swedese are among some of his clients. A multitude of his products 
can be viewed worldwide in permanent exhibitions of renowned museums and 
institutions. 

Arik Levy is fond of the game of metamorphosis, appraisals and re-evaluations. 
He transforms gold to stone tables resembling boulders, but with golden shim-
mers. They are sold in galleries at prices consistent with solid precious metals. 
He creates crystals which glitter only in the mind’s eye. Levy conceives his 
objects as ideas. He surprises us as a gifted designer, as well as architect, sculp-
tor, philosopher and techno poet transforming new materials into biomorphic 
design idiom.



Jaime Hayon
Jaime Hayon, born in 1974 in Madrid, is the “Enfant Terrible” on the Spanish 
design scene and one of the most respected designers of our time. After his 
studies in Madrid and Paris, he joined Fabrica. Since the year 2000, he has his 
own studio and is currently based in Barcelona, Treviso and London.

His designs create their own small universe positioned between comic and 
reality, delineation and objects, child-like naiveté and adult fantasies. Hayon 
embodies the new creative type, who is able to conceptualise, thanks to his 
inter-disciplinary approach and extraordinary talents, his likewise obstinate, 
as well as one of a kind shape idioms in various space and media. His overt 
footprint is easily recognisable whether it concerns interior decorating, furni-
ture, drawings, products, dishes, or decorative vases and plates. His designs in-
tegrate opulence and practicality, sensuality and precision, sophistication and 
mastery with ease and coherence.
